In June 2005, the U.S. House of Representatives adopted a resolution recognizing the significance of Caribbean immigrants and their descendants in the 
history and culture of the United States. In February 2006, the resolution passed the Senate. Since that time, the White House has issued an annual proc-
lamation recognizing June as National Caribbean-American Heritage Month. This month’s commemoration marks the twelfth Caribbean-American 
Heritage Month. In celebration of this observance, the DC Office of Planning State Data Center, using data obtained from the Census Bureau, presents 
a variety of data related to people of Caribbean heritage living in the United States.
