1. 	 Bill Washburn began by explaining the intent of meeting ,vhich 
,vas to review the 1440 P Street NH, project, ans,vering any 
questions and calling attention to any foreseeabl e problems. 
The submittal date of the application package of Septembe r 25 , 
1986 was confirmed . The Office of Planning saw no reason why 
the entire review process could not be completed in the next few 
weeks and c e rtainly by the end of the sixty (60) day r evieH 
period. 

2. 	 Due to the familiarity with the project of all attending, Shalom 
Baranes asked for questions concerning the proj ect instead of 
presenting the scheme. Questions were raised about the 
treatment of the exterior facade. S.B. describe d the elevations 
to be brick in keeping with the character of the area. He 
suggested that other proj ects of his firm in Washington and 
others by Jon Gerstenfeld are example s of the quality of the 
design and construction that can be expected. 

3. 	 Bill Washburn expressed the concerns of the Zoning De partme nt. 
The lack of information on the dra,vings prevented them from 
accurately reviewing the proposal. This problem has be e n 
addressed by the Architect and all information except parking 
spac e and aisle dimensions has been provided for their revieH. 
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4 . 	 Diedra Kloman expressed the concerns of the local A . N. C. The 
A.N.C. wishes to encourage development in this area, but has 
some concern about the level of density that is being proposed. 
Other concerns included the provision of minority employment and 
service retail in t h e new project. 

5 . 	 Richard Clark expressed that the Fire Department had no concerns 
after reviewing the project, but suggested the use of sprinklers 
in the building. S. B. explained that if the BOCA code were 
iTI'.?l~:I~·2:!."~tc:dJ thi s p::-ojeC't ':tJou.~..Jl he 0 e siznp d t.o m~et t:he.~p 

requirements. 

6. 	 Andrea Johnson revie\l7ed the proj ect and sa,v no legal problems 
from the Off i ce of Corporation Council's side or from anyone 
else concerned. 

7. 	 Mike Doakes and the Department of Public Works reviewed the 
project and requested additional information concerning paving 
and landscaping dimensions. He noted that bicycle spaces need 
to be enclosed within the building. He further suggested 
designating the parking on grade in the rear for short term us e 
with the retail. 

8 . 	 D. K. will try to schedule a public meeting for the local A.N.C. 
and interested community groups to review the project in late 
October or early November . 

9. 	 SBA distributed updated plans which included more information 
than those submitted on September 25, 1986. The address of the 
proj ect \l7as filed originally as 1450 P Street Nt.], but since has 
been changed to 1440 P Street NW. This needs to be clarified 
with all parties concerned. 

10. 	 Unless anymore obj ections are raised, this will be the last 
collective meeting conce rning 1440 P Street NW for Large Tract 
Review.

The Specia l Proj ec ts Uni t convened i ts f irst interagency 
mee t ing o n the Large Tract Deve l opment Project on Wednesda , 
Oc t ober 22 , 1986. The p ropos ed project will be locat ed at 
1 440 P St reet, N.W. ( f ormer l y des i gnated 1450 P St r ee t, 
N.W.; t he project address wa s changed due to a conflict wi t h 
an e xis ting street ). Representatives from t he f o llowi ng 
D.C . government review agencies were i n at t endance: 
Department o f Public Works, Of fic e of the Corporat ion 
Couns e l, Fi re De partment, and t he Advisory Ne i ghborhood 
Commission . The Department of Cons ume r and Regula tory 
Affairs a nd t h e Po lice Depa r tment were not represented at 
t he mee ting, al though the y we r e invi ted to part i c i pate. 

The developers are propos ing to construct a project 
cons i s t ing of some 254, 415 square feet of office and 19,585 
squar e feet of reta il space at 1440 P Street , N.W. 

The ma jor i ssue surrounding t h i s p roj ect is the f undamental 
c onfl ict tha t e x i st be tween recommendations in the Compre­
hensive Plan a nd t he e x i s ting zoning . One of the questions 
which should . d in evaluat in 

3het be r the P an sllpercedes zoning 
regula t ions. 

Specifically, the comprehensive p l an map has designat ed the 
area for low d e nsi ty commercia l de velopmen t wh ile the 
ex i sting zoning , CM-3, al l ows h igh bulk commercia l and light 
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The developer is proposing to construct a building 90 feet 
in height, with a FAR of 6.0. The magnitude of this project 
certainly negates "low-density" considerations. 

The Advisory Neighborhood Commission has raised concerns 
about the following issues: 

The project's density appears to be in conflict with I 
the city's comprehensive plan which has designated the 
area for low-density commercial services; 

2) 	 The ANC would like to see small convenience and 
consumer-oriented neighborhood shops and services in 
the area such as a bakery, cleaners, etc.; 

3) 	 The ANC strongly recommend that an employment agreement 
be worked out between the ANC and the developer to 
ensure that area residents and minorities benefit from 
any job opportunities generated by the project; and 

4) 	 The ANC expressed further concern about the quality of 
life and the impact of this project on the surrounding 
neighborhood. 

The ANC will be arranging a community meeting sometime 
during the first week in November for the developer to 
present his plans to the community. 

The Fire Department has recommended that sprinklers be 
installed on all floors including the underground parking 
garage. The Department of Public works has requested more 
detailed parking plans, floor plans and site elevations.

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The pro j ect's magn i ude a nd bulk will certa i nly impact on 
the street system's capac i t y to hand le traffic and large 
volumes o f pedes t r i an t r a f f ic. 

This issue i s very timely, especial l y since OP is planning 
to enga g e i n a p l ann i ng and zon ing stud y of t he 1 4t h Street 
cor ridor . The study will i nc l ude a portion of the 14th 
Stre et area north o f Thomas Ci rc l e t o U St reet, N.W . While 
the focus will be p rimar i l y limi te d to t he block f rontages, 
the analysis will also i nc l ude adjac ent neighborhood s .

From across the alley , the bu i lding di s p l ays i ts wor s t 
v i ews , spec i fical l y the g r ound floor pa r ki ng . The 
a ppearance s hou ld be e nhanc ed wi th some th i ng t hat fills the 
void at t he line of the "garage, " f or e xample, l ow pla nting 
or an open fen ce app r oximately 42" i n height. It is 
importan t that the app lic ant fol low t h r ough with landscaping 
that h e ha s begun to ind icate along the property line. 

The bu i ld i ng s ugges ts a quality which is good ( if not t o o 
g rand f or it s site). It s hould therefore be enc ou r aged t o be 
a s good a s i t can be.

Urban Design Comments 

Urban Design concerns previously expressed relating to the 
proposal have either been addressed or explained by the 
applicant in such a way as to recommend its approval. 
However, some of these concerns bear restating as 
conditions. 

Use 

The 'kinds of retail/arts uses should be neighborhood 
serving. While it is still early in the process to be 
specific, conditions should include a list of uses that are 
acceptable (or not acceptable) • 

Arcade 

The purpose of the arcade, which is not so much an arcade as 
an expanded entrance, is to focus on the presence of the 
retail frontage and to tie the two levels of retail together 
so that the second floor use will be prominently featured. 
It should be encouraged that the arcade be well lit with 
appropriate signage and visibility of exhibits. 

The building should have enough entrances from the street to 
provide ready access to multiple local serving retail 
tenants. 

'HOUS-NI2 
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Rear 

Since the residential buildings to the rear are also 90' 
high, scale through detailing, not massing, is the issue. 
Some amount of detailing and the use of finished materials 
demonstrate a level of sensitivity to those residential 
buildings behind. Cornice heights of approximately 62' and 
74' acknowledge lower building heights, while emphasizing a 
horizontality that is in proportion to the building mass. 

From across the alley, the building displays its worst 
views, specifically the ground floor parking. The 
appearance should be enhanced with something that fills the 
void at the line of the "garage," for example, low planting 
or an open fence approximately 42" in height. It is 
important that the applicant follow through with landscaping 
that he has begun to indicate along the property line. 

The building suggests a quality which is good (if not too 
grand for its site). It should therefore be encouraged to be 
as good as it can be.

Contribution of project toward implementing city and community 
goals and policies. 

The major impact of this project on the city and the community 
will be revitalization of an area much in need of it. The block of P 
Street between 14th and 15th Streets where this project site is 
located appears desolate and forgotten, a good example of an 
underutilized area. Presently, the mechanic's shop and parking lot 
which occupy the site offer very little to the community, generating 
little pedestrian traffic, while offering an unsightly vacant lot and 
dilapidated building along the street.

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Existing Conditions 

Traffic volumes in the area have been stable 

for some years. On Figure 2, the annually-reported 

average daily traffic for P Street, 14th Street, and 

15th Street, as published by the D.C. Department of 

Public Works, are shown for the years 1971 through 1984. 

Peak hour turning movement counts were made at 

the two adjacent intersections, with the results as 

shown on Figures 3 and 4. These intersections operate 

at an A level of service at all times, as shown in the 

peak hour calculations on Figures 5 and 6. 

The site is served by Metrobus, with the PI and 

G2 lines operating on P Street, the 50,52, and 54 lines 

operating on 14th Street, and the Sl, S2, S3, S4, and 

S5 lines operating on 16th Street. Metrorail, at 

Dupont Circle, is 4~ blocks away about a seven-

The building, with 281,640 square feet gross, is 

likely to be occupied by government workers. Using a 

space occupancy ratio of 225 square feet per employee 

gross (about 190 square feet net), there would be 

approximately 1250 workers in the building. 

The Council of Governments reports that the 

modal split in this area is: 

68% transit 

20% auto drivers 

12% auto passengers 

Accordingly, there would be 1250 x 0.20 = 250 employee 

cars on the site. 

The D.C. Code requires 350 parking spaces for a 

building of this size. This amount of parking is being 

provided, which would allow ample space for visitors to 

the building.
